Fishery Survey 1998 - Documented very few brown trout throughout the entire stream. This survey indicated that the upper 3.0 miles of Halls Branch Creek was not meeting its codified use of Cold II.

Fishery Survey 2007 – Documented very few brown and brook trout throughout entire stream. Browns last stocked in 2001. Survey found 18. In May 2007, a total of 600 Brook trout were stocked and 14 were found one month later.
