Greg,

Thank you for the work plan and the update. Based on the results of previous investigation near the
building, significant contamination was found up to at least 10 feet below grade. The DNR recommends
extending the borings to a depth necessary to be able to relate contamination found beneath the
building to other areas of the site. If the borings are kept shallow (6 feet below grade) as proposed, this
may not provide information necessary to evaluate remaining contamination at depth and additional
investigation may be needed. Wis. Admin. Code § NR716.11 requires the full extent of contamination to
be investigated.

Please provide me the final boring locations as installed, boring logs including PID measurements,
sample depths, and field notes from the soil borings as soon as possible. Also, please submit analytical
results as soon as available.

I would like to visit the site during the excavation prior to backfilling. Please let me know when a good
time to do this is.
