Dear Kathy: 

Recent construction at the A.P. Nonweiler Company was completed in the "Courtyard" area. The remaining 
three monitoring wells MW-A, MW-B, and PZ-A were removed from the ground on October 17, 2013 and 
abandoned with bentonite. The well abandonment forms are attached. 

The entire courtyard area is being resurfaced with concrete, which will be installed by the end of October 2013. 
This cap is equivalent or better than the previously installed cap surface for the Courtyard, and still provides a 
barrier over remaining contaminated soil. 

This portion of the site and BRRTS number was closed by the DNR in a final closure letter dated March 26, 
2003. The letter indicates two conditions of closure, that as part of a deed restriction, a surface barrier over 
remaining soil contamination be maintained, and that a Monitoring Well Maintenance Plan be followed that 
includes inspection and maintenance of the monitoring wells. 

Since the monitoring wells have been removed, the Maintenance Plan requirement as a condition of closure is 
not longer applicable. 

The installation of the new concrete cap will continue to serve as a barrier over remaining contaminated soil. 
The conditions specified by the DNR closure letter are still being maintained.
