On May 22, 2024, the Department of Natural Resources (DNR) sampled your private well located at 1990 CTH
FF (Unique Well # SA060). Two private wells, including your well, were sampled to determine if groundwater
has been impacted by petroleum from the east adjacent Iron River Coop — Oulu Branch site (DNR BRRTS ID 03-
04-559467).

The sample (WM-1) collected from your well was analyzed for volatile organic compounds (VOCs) and
submitted to the Wisconsin State Lab of Hygiene for analysis. Enclosed is a copy of the sample results identifying
all hazardous substances analyzed. At the time and location of sampling, reported concentrations of hazardous
substances analyzed were not detected or below reporting limits.
