Dear Mr. Meyer:
Calumet County Resource Management staff visited your farm at Hwy G and St. Charles Road on September 28, 2011 and on April 3, 2012.  The purpose of the visits were to check compliance of your farmstead site with the agricultural performance standards and prohibitions in Wisconsin Administrative Code NR 151, Runoff Management and Chapter 18, Article IV of the Calumet County Code of Ordinances, Manure Storage and Runoff Management.   On the April 3, 2012 visit, staff found that leachate from your feed storage area runs off into a ditch between the feed storage area and the barn.   The ditch has thin soils over bedrock and exposed bedrock within it.  It is likely that the leachate is entering groundwater through the bottom of the ditch.  Staff provided me with photos taken during their visits to document the situation.
Feed leachate and runoff from animal feed are considered to be process wastewater.  From the findings of the April 3 visit, I have determined that you have a significant discharge of process wastewater to waters of the state.  The definition of waters of the state includes groundwater.  You are not in compliance with the following performance standard in NR 151 and Chapter 18:
NR 151.055 Process Wastewater Handling Performance Standard (also referred to in Chapter 18-106)
(1) All livestock producers shall comply with this section.
(2) There may be no significant discharge of process wastewater to waters of the state

(3) The department shall consider all of the following factors when determining whether a discharge of process wastewater is a significant discharge to waters of the state:

(a) Volume and frequency of the discharge.


(b) Location of the source relative to receiving waters.


(c) Means of process wastewater conveyance to waters of the state.


(d) Slope, vegetation, rainfall, and other factors affecting the frequency of process wastewater discharge

      to waters of the state.


(e) Available evidence of discharge to a surface water of the state or a direct conduit to groundwater as
                  defined under s. NR 151.002 (11m).

(f) Whether the process wastewater discharge is to a site that is a defined as a site susceptible to 

                  groundwater contamination under s. NR 151.015 (18).


(g) Other factors relevant to the discharge on water quality standards of the receiving water or to 

                  groundwater standards.

Chapter 18-106 of Calumet County Code of Ordinances states that all landowners shall implement conservation practices that achieve compliance with performance standards and prohibitions in Wisconsin Administrative Code NR 151.02 through NR 151.08.  Therefore you are currently in violation of Calumet County Code and will need to install the necessary conservation practices to achieve compliance with the process wastewater handling performance standard.  Necessary practices will likely include a feed storage collection system and a long term storage facility for the collected leachate. 
Chapter 18 – 120 of the Calumet County Code states that the cost share requirements, notification requirements, and compliance periods for landowners listed in Wisconsin Administrative Codes NR 151.09, NR 151.095, ATCP 50.08, ATCP 50.40, and ATCP 50.54 shall be used when applicable in the enforcement of this ordinance. We intend to follow this section in our enforcement procedures and are applying for the necessary cost share grants to assist you in installing the necessary conservation practices.
If we are successful in getting sufficient grant funds to meet the cost share requirements, you will be expected to install the necessary practices to achieve compliance with the process wastewater handling performance standard.  I must warn you that failure to install the necessary practices after the cost share requirements are met will result in the initiation of enforcement actions by our Department and the county attorney under Chapter 18 of the Calumet County Code.
