Hello Green Lake Property Owners

Enclosed is the lawn soil testing results for your Green Lake frontage property taken earlier the week of June 14th.  This is part of the Green Lake Association Grant.  Notification was sent out June 10th.  Once again this is to educate us regarding the level of phosphorous and rain water runoff into Green Lake. 
The intention of the sampling is to show a general over view of the soil contents around the lake. The tests include pH, available phosphorous/phosphate, available potassium, organic matter, and lime requirements. 
The results, from the soil samples taken, show that all properties around Green Lake are high in phosphorous except for a few that have recently had soil brought in.  Due to the high phosphorous, when purchasing fertilizer, look for the grade prominently displayed on the front of the fertilizer bag 30-0-3. (middle # must be 0)  

Purchasing fertilizer with phosphate is illegal in the state of Wisconsin.
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
