Subject:  Eurasian Watermilfoil (EWM) herbicide application


Dear Mr. Craig Yapp:
I have received your application to chemically treat EWM on Deep Lake located in Adams County.    The treatment areas are included in the application.  Your permit application has been reviewed and meets the minimum requirements by law and a permit is being issued.  Issuance of the permit is not an endorsement or approval for the action authorized.  The following conditions must be followed.

PERMIT CONDITIONS

1. It is the responsibility of the Deep Lake Association and/or the applicator, to follow the treatment plan and permit conditions.  Noncompliance with the plan can result in enforcement actions under State Statute 144.99 and restriction of aquatic plant management activities for subsequent years under Administrative Code NR 107.  The conditions and treatment plan are required to ensure efficacy of the treatment is well documented.  All requirements of the grant agreement must be followed. All data captured during the application of herbicide shall be furnished to the Department or Adams County LWCD upon request and is considered to be public domain.
2. The permit holder, according to NR 107.08(8), shall submit the Aquatic Plant Management Treatment record for treatment as follows:

1. Immediately, if any unusual circumstances occur during treatment.

2. Within 30 days, if treatment occurs.

3. By October 1 of this year if no treatment occurred.

3.   You or the applicator must contact this office three business days before treatment.  Supervision may be required. 
4. Treatment must be completed when the water temperature is near 60(F or before native plants have become established for the season and after the lake has begun to stratify.  Local residents will monitor temperature in the water column to identify the most opportune time of treatment.  Communication is critical to meet this criterion. 
5. Only EWM or its hybrids shall be targeted.  Treatment concentration will be 0.3 ppm 2,4-D a.i. lakewide concentration.   Herbicide shall be injected in the littoral zone concentrating on beds where target species are growing.  Application shall be applied over a spatial area large enough to not exceed maximum label rates.  The use of Endothol products is denied at this time to evaluate the efficacy of solo 2,4-D treatments on hybrids.
6. Public access can not be blocked or entry denied.  Treatment will have to be scheduled accordingly to increase the efficacy to achieve the desired outcome.   Treatment can not conflict with holiday weekends.  Treatment must occur at least three days before any of these pertinent dates.

7. All requirements for notification according to NR 107.07 (3) must be satisfied prior to treatment.  All riparian residents within 150 feet of a treated areas must be properly notified per NR107.04(4).  All boat launches must be posted.
8. Treatments to be scheduled to avoid inclement weather that would hinder efficacy.
Any future treatments beyond this permit will require an additional permit from the Department.  Future permit applications will be evaluated based the information at that time.
