Subject:  Eurasian Watermilfoil (EWM) herbicide application


Dear Ms. Melissa Ferg:

I have received your application to chemically treat EWM on Lake Helen in Portage County.    The treatment area equates to a whole-lake treatment.  Your permit application has been reviewed and meets the minimum requirements by law and a permit is being issued.  Issuance of the permit is not an endorsement or approval for the action authorized.  The following conditions must be followed.

PERMIT CONDITIONS

1. It is the responsibility of the applicant to follow the treatment plan and permit conditions.  Noncompliance with the plan can result in enforcement actions under State Statute 144.99 and restriction of aquatic plant management activities for subsequent years under Administrative Code NR 107.  
2. The permit holder, according to NR 107.08(8), shall submit the Aquatic Plant Management Treatment record for treatment as follows:

1. Immediately, if any unusual circumstances occur during treatment.

2. Within 30 days, if treatment occurs.

3. By October 1 of this year if no treatment occurred.

3.    Application is restricted to the permitted area.

4.    Liquid 2,4-D (DMA 4 IVM) to be used at a rate not to exceed a whole lake concentration of 300 ppb, and must be injected over beds of Eurasian Watermifoil below maximum  label rate. Lake stratification may affect dosage rate and must be verified before treatment by the applicator and the Department.
5. Only EWM shall be targeted.  Emergent plants such as bulrushes, lilies, pickerelweed cannot be targeted.
6. Public access can not be blocked or entry denied.  Treatment will have to be scheduled accordingly to increase the efficacy to achieve the desired outcome.
7. This treatment will be supervised.  Notification prior to treatment to occur a minimum of 3 business days before treatment.

8. The attached sampling plan must be followed.  The Department will provide sample bottles and shipping.
9. All data gathered for this project is considered public domain.

10. Treatment to occur when water temperature is near 60*F and when the target plants are actively growing. 
11. Post treatment point intercept survey shall be completed following appropriate DNR protocols.
Any future treatments beyond this permit will require an additional permit from the Department.  Future permit applications will be evaluated based the information at that time.
