24 May 2010 - AIS monitoring was carried out by boat surveillance/grab sample on several lakes.  There were no new AIS infestations discovered through this monitoring with the exception of small purple loosestrife beds on Fish Lake and curly leaf pondweed on Benoit Lake.  Report provides general description of CLP bed in Benoit Lake.  Map or density report not provided.  Map included in report indicating location of purple loosestrife populations and locations of beetle releases.  In addition to this monitoring, EWM was discovered on Little Trade Lake in June and verified by the DNR in July 2009.  There is no map in the report.  
29 Jan 2015 -  Final Report includes a Purple Loosestrife Control report which contains maps for  purple loosestrife locations.

                        The EWM on Little Trade Lake was mapped by Polk County Land & Water and incorporated as part of the APM done for that lake association.

                        The Curly Leaf Pondweed on Benoit Lake was identified prior to the beginning of this grant, and to date, Burnett County still has not received verification of those vouchers; hence without a valid identification the locations were not mapped.  Burnett County will revisit Benoit Lake in 2015 and resubmit any findings.
