General guidance on areas to search for the 10 minute quick snorkel search sites:

e Check rocks for zebra/quagga mussels, faucet-snails and New Zealand mudsnails.

e Check around small backyard boat launches.

e Check near creek inlets (especially if AlS are found upstream).

e Check the stems of emergent vegetation for climbing faucet snails.
