Existing use is WWFF, codified use by default is WWSF.  Potential use is Cold II. Monitoring conducted in 2002 found DO conditions below water quality standards.

Cause of impairment (ex. temperature, nutrients, sediment, BOD, toxics, etc.): 

Habitat, sedimentation, streambank erosion, organic loading
Source of impairment (ex. point source, nonpoint source, internal load, unknown, etc.): 

NPS (Cropland erosion, streambank pasturing, hydrologic modification (ditching), barnyard runoff).

Description of monitoring conducted (including dates, results, quality of data and reports): 

A fish survey conducted in 2002 found no fish in the middle reach. Continuous monitoring found DO levels below 2 mg/l. and a maximum temperature of 19.8O C. Based on temperature data, this stream appears to have potential as a coldwater fishery, except for the low DO levels.

Macroinvertebrate IBI scores were 5.2 and 6.08 from samples collected in 2002.  A fish survey completed in 2006 at Sandberg Road found zero fish.
