Monitoring found very high chlorophyll a numbers and detectable concentrations of toxins in water.  In most cases monitoring sites were selected to represent worse case conditions in the lake.
Cedar Corp completed water quality monitoring in 2002 and 2003 as part of a Lakes Planning Grant.  The data collected was used to develop a BATHTUB model for TMDL development.  A TMDL is under development in 2008. SWIMs ID number = 173229
