Description of monitoring conducted (including dates, results, quality of data and reports): 

1986 HBI results indicate excellent to very good water quality, along with dissolved oxygen of 9.5 mg/l, pH of 7.9, and water temperature of 13.0 degrees Celsius.

Fish surveys conducted in 2001 found low densities of brook trout and forage species at two sites in the impaired reach. The coldwater IBI ratings were fair.

Fish survey in 2005 at CTH C showed brook trout ranging in size from 4-6 inches plus some forage species. These trout were stocked.

Fish survey in 2007 near mouth documented 3 forage species, 2 american brook lampreys and 1 burbot. Second station upstream of CTH C documented only 2 forage species. Lack of in-stream habitat sited as problem.
